Pediatric Emergency Medicine Endowed Professorship Established

McKean, a former emergency medicine specialist, and his board decided to make this gift to help Oklahoma’s children who suffer from trauma, child abuse and neglect who need specialists to care for them at a time of severe crisis. It was a wonderful idea that ‘fit’ with many of my personal objectives,” said McKean.  “Frontier State Bank is 100% Oklahoma owned and Oklahoma oriented and we are grateful to have the opportunity to share meaningfully and to ‘give back’ to the citizens of Oklahoma.”
